Background: CPR guidelines during the COVID-19 pandemic have changes and 

adjustments due to consideration for the safety of officers conducting CPRs.  Health 

workers are the most vulnerable to experiencing anxiety during the COVID-19 

pandemic with stress reactions including changes in concentration, irritability, 

anxiety, insomnia, reduced productivity, and interpersonal conflicts 

Objective: To determine the relationship between the level of knowledge of 

cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) with the level of anxiety of health workers in 

carrying out Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) during the COVID-19 

pandemic at the IGD RSUP Dr. Sardjito Yogyakarta 

Method: The design of this study uses quantitative descriptive, and uses a cross-

sectional approach design. 

Results: The results of this study show that there is no relationship between the 

level of anxiety of health workers in carrying out Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation 

(CPR) during the COVID-19 pandemic at the IGD RSUP Dr. Sardjito Yogyakarta. 
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
