1 of this reasearch were
tt" n from Samarinda Pos daily newspaper in 2007 by selecting the news items that
were relevant to the topic of ths research, namely. those containing the crimes against
women. The linguistic data were supported by social data taken through in-depth
interviews.

The result gained based on the data analysis is that the crime news languages in
Samarinda Pos yields ideological implication in representing women. The intended
ideological implication here is patriarchal ideology. That ideology is reflected in news
languages elements such as themes, schemes, sintax, semantics, stylistics, and
rhetoric choices te existing news.
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
