Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui keterkaitan antara liquidity
creation, capital dan kinerja pada bank syariah di Indonesia. Bank syariah yang
menjadi sampel penelitian berjumlah 131 bank yang terdiri dari 11 Bank Umum
Syariah dan 120 Bank Pembiayaan Rakyat Syariah dari tahun 2011 hingga 2017.
Berdasarkan hasil pengujian, capital terbukti berpengaruh secara negatif pada
liquidity creation. Selain itu, kinerja yang diukur dengan ROA (return on asset) dan
ROE (return on equity) juga terbukti dipengaruhi oleh penciptaan likuiditas pada
perbankan. Namun tidak ditemukan pengaruh dari capital terhadap kinerja bank
syariah.

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ABSTRACT

This study aims to determine the relationship between liquidity creation,
capital and performance in Islamic banks in Indonesia. The sharia bank which
became the research sample amounted to 131 banks consisting of 11 Islamic
Commercial Banks and 120 Islamic People Financing Banks from 2011 to 2017.
Based on the results of the testing, capital proved to have a negative effect on
liquidity creation. In addition, performance as measured by ROA (return on assets)
and ROE (return on equity) is also proven to be influenced by the creation of
liquidity in banks. But there was no influence from capital on the performance of
Islamic banks.
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
